A few dates to remember : a lire/compléter avec le Cultural Guide.
- 1492 : Christopher Columbus discovered the United States of America.

- July 4™, 1776 : The independence of the United States of America. The 13 colonies won the war

against the United Kingdom.

- 1861 - 1865 : The Civil War between the Confederate States of America in the south of USA and the
Union in the north of USA.

The American Civil War was fought between the northern American states (The Union) and seven American

southern slave states (the confederate states of America). The Union, led by president Abraham Lincoln,
wanted to scrap slavery. But the Confederates used the black slaves for the cotton harvest. Slavery was very
profitable (=rentable) for them. In the end, slavery was abolished by the capitulation of the Confederacy.

- 1865 : The Ku Klu Klan: an organization created by White Anglo-Saxon Protestants to defend the
whites’ interests. They killed and lynched many black people.

- 1875 - 1960 : During Segregation black slaves were seen as being inferior to the white population
especially in the Southern States of the USA.

In 1896, the Supreme Court legalized the “separate but equal” doctrine with the Homer Plessy vs. John
Howard Ferguson.

The civil rights movement was the non-violent struggle of the Afro-American people to get the same rights as
white people. It began in 1995 with the Montgomery Bus Boycott in 1955: an Afro-American woman (Rosa
parks) didn’t want to leave her seat for a white American. The struggle ended in 1964 with the Civil Rights Act
which prohibits all forms of discrimination in public places.

- 2008 : The first black president of the United States of America was elected: Barack Obama.

- 2014 : A black man (Michael Brown) was killed by a white policeman in Ferguson in Missouri

Definition of racism: Prejudice, discrimination directed against someone of a different race based on the belief
that one’s own race is superior.

In spite of the end of segregation in 1964, racism is still present.

The Afro-American and Latin-American communities are the main victims of racism in the US. In 2007, 40 million

Afro-Americansliving in the USA were discriminated against because of racism or intolerance.

- Présent simple :

Forme affirmative : On ajoute -ed a la base verbale. -> Yesterday | watched tv (ou vb irrég -> | went to the
cinema)

Forme négative : On utilise I'auxiliaire did + la négation et |a base verbale : Did not (ou didn’t) + base verbale. ->
I didn’t watch tv/ | didn’t go to the cinema.

Forme interrogative : On utilise Did + Sujet + BV ?

ex : Did Barack Obama comment on the shooting of Michael Brown ?
